PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 427 establishes the requirements for the certification of court security officers and establishes the duties to be performed by such officers. Section 9 of the bill requires sheriff's offices to provide certified court security officers as required by the courts. The purpose of the bill is to allow the employees that are currently providing court security, typically called bailiffs, to perform some duties currently only allowed to be performed by a deputy, such as transporting prisoners.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of HB 427 on local governments is expected to be minimal. HB 427 would require the court security officers to become certified, however, it is anticipated that the Department of Criminal Justice would provide the mandatory training without charge. After certification, these court security officers would be able to perform some of the duties that are currently reserved for sheriff's deputies. This may result in a reduction in personnel costs for sheriff's offices.
