PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

BR 63 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 17 to establish a registry of potential methamphetamine contaminated properties in Kentucky, to be operated by the Kentucky State Police, and a contamination assessment program, to be operated by the Environmental and Public Protection Cabinet. The measure requires state and local law enforcement agencies to report any potentially contaminated property to the KSP, the EPPC, and the owner of the property.
