PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 496 amends KRS 100.411 and 100.9865 to allow the use of first-class mail instead of certified mail for planning and zoning notices. 
	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of HB 496 on local government would likely be a minimal savings. The savings would relate to allowing notices to be sent by first-class mail, currently .39, versus the statutory requirement that notices be sent by certified mail, currently $4.64 (which includes first class letter 1-oz. rate, certified mail service, and return receipt by mail). The savings would also include staff time related to preparing the postage and documenting returned mail notices. A representative of Metro Government Codes and Regulations Office reported that the bill would save them approximately $100 a year in postage. 

The bill's provisions would affect certain planning and zoning hearing notices, final orders, if the person affected is not present at the meeting, and notification of property owners within 500 feet of a proposed tower or contiguous to the site of a tower.
