PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 568
 SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h
Modifies the amount and content of in-service training for persons returning from inactive to active peace officer certification status; 

SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h
Requires reimbursement of local law enforcement officers' cost of transporting to a hearing in a civil action any state prisoners housed in a local detention facility.

Certified Peace Officer Training Requirements:

Under the measure, the in-service training requirements for persons returning from inactive to an active certification status as a peace officer are as follows:

Persons returning from inactive to active certification status after less than 3 years--


Shall complete of 40 hours of legal update courses (24 hours on Penal Code; 16 hours on Constitutional Procedures) and the mandatory training course under KRS 15.334;

SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h
Persons returning from inactive to active certification status after 3 years or more--


Shall complete 40 hours of legal update courses (24 hours on Penal Code; 16 hours on Constitutional Procedures), and the mandatory training course under KRS 15.334, plus a 40 hour course most appropriate to the officer's duty assignment (basic officer skills; new police chiefs orientation; or mandatory duties of sheriff);

Peace officer training requirements are waived while a peace officer is on active duty in the U.S. Armed Forces, retroactive to September 11, 2001.  

Transportation of State Prisoners:  

The measure provides that whenever a state prisoner is compelled by the court to be transported to a civil law suit as a witness, the party requesting the attendance of the prisoner is required to pay the transportation costs, including the estimated associated salary cost of correctional staff. Upon receipt of the court order the jailer of the detention facility where the prisoner resides notifies the prisoner and the court of the total transportation cost. If payment is not received 24 hours prior to the scheduled hearing, the transportation is not provided, irrespective of the court order. Payment of transportation costs are not to apply to parties determined by the court to be indigent within the meaning of KRS Chapter 31 or other applicable law. In addition, where a prisoner's participation in court is required or permitted, the action is to be conducted by telephone, video conference, or other telecommunications technology, to the extent practicable.
	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of HB 568 on local governments is expected to be minimal.

Certified Peace Officer Training
Implementation of the measure requires persons returning from inactive to active certification status as a peace officer to comply with certain in-service training requirements. Under KRS 15.340 the state Department of Criminal Justice Training determines whether certain persons to whom it offers training or agencies employing such persons must bear any or all costs of training. Under 503 KAR 3:030, certified peace officers employed in the capacity for which the Council certification was obtained and employed full-time are eligible to receive free tuition, housing, and meals from the Department of Criminal Justice Training while undergoing training. Local government would incur expenses for transportation of peace officers to and from the training site, and would lose the services of the officers while in training. The number of persons initially and thereafter that are expected to return from inactive to an active certification status as a peace officer is not known.

Note that the Lexington Fayette Urban County Government Division of Police and the Louisville Metro Police Department conduct their own basic training programs.

Transportation Cost Reimbursement
Implementation of the measure requires that any local law enforcement officer commanded by the court to transport a state prisoner housed in a local detention facility to a hearing in a civil action be reimbursed the transportation cost by the requesting party. The total transportation cost includes round trip costs and estimated associated salary cost of correctional staff). Parties determined by the court to be indigent are exempt from payment of transportation costs. 

In practice, the Sheriff/Deputy of the county where a criminal court proceeding takes place goes to the county where the state prisoner is held and transports the prisoner to and from that site. Under those circumstances, the Sheriff/Deputy is reimbursed by the state Finance Department, Division of Local Government Services, for any mileage and necessary lodging at the state mileage and per diem rate. There is no reimbursement for the cost of the salary of the Sheriff/Deputy while engaged in the transportation activity. There is no system of reimbursement for transportation costs incurred by the Sheriff of state prisoners lodged in local detention facilities who are ordered to a court hearing in a civil action.

The statewide number of court ordered transportation orders for state prisoners involved in a civil action is not known, therefore the cost and number of local law enforcement personnel required to provide the transportation is not known. The public/private status of the parties most currently requesting the transportation of state prisoners (lodged in local detention facilities) to civil action court proceedings is not known.
