PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 571 amends KRS 304.39-080 to prohibit a person from operating a motor vehicle without security on the vehicle. The measure also amends KRS 304.99-060 to increase the fines for motor vehicle owners and operators who do not maintain the required security and deletes the provisions which would allow a judge to reduce the penalties upon production of proof of security.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of HB 571 on local governments is expected to be minimal. Any person who operates a motor vehicle without security on the vehicle can be either fined not less than $2,000 or more than $3,000 or they may be sentenced to up to 90 days in jail for the first offense and 180 days for the second and subsequent offenses. Currently, a judge has the option of reducing these penalties upon production of proof of security, however, HB 571 eliminates this ability. HB 571 is expected to result in an increase in the number of people incarcerated for this crime.
Local governments will be responsible for incarcerating individuals charged with violating the provisions of HB 571. Individuals convicted can be incarcerated in any of Kentucky's 88 local or regional jails, at an average cost of $36.59
 per inmate day, paid for entirely at the local government's expense. Individual jail costs range from $19 to $88.44 per inmate day.

The number of cases resulting in jail time from HB 571 is expected to be small, therefore, the costs borne by local governments is expected to be minimal.
