PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 82 GA amends KRS 365.250 to require dealers, collectors, or vendors of copper metal, copper wire, or copper cable to maintain a register of sellers and to report any copper purchases to the sheriff and police department of the city, county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government in which the purchase was made and the sheriff and local police department in the city, county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government in which the business is located. The measure also amends KRS 365.990 relating to penalties to conform.
	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of HB 82 GA on local governments is expected to be minimal. Persons found in violation of the provisions set forth in HB 82 GA will be guilty of a misdemeanor punishable by a fine of not more than $100 or by imprisonment of not more than 30 days.
Local governments will be responsible for incarcerating individuals charged with violating the provisions of HB 82 GA. Individuals convicted of violating HB 82 GA can be incarcerated in any of Kentucky's 88 local or regional jails for up to 30 days, at an average cost of $36.59
 per inmate day, paid for entirely at the local government's expense. Individual jail costs range from $19 to $88.44 per inmate day.

The number of cases constituting a crime under HB 82 GA is expected to be small, therefore, the costs borne by local governments would be minimal.

Currently, all sheriff's departments and police departments in cities of the first and second class are required to keep a record of copper wire and cable purchases. HB 82 GA would require all city police departments to maintain a register of copper purchases, and there may be some minimal administrative expense associated with this requirement.
