PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 117 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 100 to establish residential density requirements for residential developments having access to roads meeting certain criteria in a consolidated local government. 
The bill prohibits a subdivision with more than one home per five acres of land, if it’s on a road that is designated as a rural secondary road, having scenic significance, and if it contains no more than two driving lanes with the width of 10 feet or less per lane. 

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of SB 117 on local government is expected to be a minimal expense to Louisville-Jefferson County Metro Government. The Department of Planning and Design reports that passage of the provisions of this bill would preclude portions of the existing land development code. There would be some expense related to updating the code to comply. Additional costs would relate to identifying and notifying affected property owners that there had been a change in their land use rights.
