SB 211 amends KRS 117.087 to permit any person registered to vote in a county to challenge a mail-in absentee ballot or an absentee ballot cast in-person in the county if the challenge is written and filed with the county clerk before 6:00 p.m. on election day.

	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of SB 211 on local government would likely be minimal. The bill's provisions expand the challenge to an absentee ballot to include votes cast in the county clerk's office or other place designated by the county board of election. It would require a minimal additional work for the county clerk and staff. Additionally, there would be some minimal cost to educate the county clerk, county boards of election, election officers, and the public concerning the expanded challenge requirements.
