PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

SB 217 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 189A to require peace officers, when issuing a citation for driving under the influence or when a person refuses a drug or alcohol test, to take custody of the person's driver's license, provide notice of license suspension, and issue a temporary driving permit. The measure also creates a new section of KRS 281A to require peace officers, when issuing a citation for driving a commercial motor vehicle under the influence or when a person refuses a drug or alcohol test, to take custody of the person's license, provide notice of license suspension, and issue a temporary driving permit.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of SB 217 on local governments is expected to be minimal. The measure requires local law enforcement officers to confiscate the license of any person issued a citation for DUI or any person refusing a drug or alcohol test. Law enforcement officers will also be required to provide notice of the suspension to the Transportation Cabinet, and issue a temporary driving permit where applicable. SB 217 will likely result in an increase in administrative costs for local law enforcement agencies. The increase, however, is expected to be minimal.
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
