PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 53 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 117 to eliminate the provision for straight party ticket voting. Further, it amends KRS 117.125 to provide that voting machines shall not have straight ticket voting capability.

	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of SB 53 on local government would be minimal. In eliminating straight party ticket voting, voting machines would have to be re-configured to eliminate this option. However, since the machine ballot set-up must be programmed before every election, there would be no additional cost to eliminating the straight ticket lever alternative. However, it may take more time to tally the paper absentee ballots, and there may be an additional cost related to an educational campaign informing the voting public of the voting change.
