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A RESOLUTION urging the Kentucky Department of Education to evaluate the intervention programs available for K-2 remediation in the elementary schools, and to make the results available to all who have an interest.

WHEREAS, the General Assembly declared its intent in KRS 158.791 and KRS 158.840 that children receive early diagnosis and intervention services in reading and mathematics; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly has provided funding to support professional development for early intervention programs including but not limited to the teachers' professional growth fund established pursuant to KRS 156.553, and the reading grants program established pursuant to KRS 158.792; and 

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Board of Education adopted administrative regulations on August 26, 2008, requiring local school districts to provide relevant research-based instruction and interventions in regular education settings prior to or as part of the referral process for special education; and

WHEREAS, a policy letter from the Kentucky Department of Education dated August 10, 2010, references inconsistent implementation of early intervention programs across the Commonwealth; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives urges the Kentucky Department of Education, subject to the availability of funding, to evaluate the effectiveness of intervention programs available for K-2 remediation in the elementary schools, and to make the results of the evaluation available to all who have an interest.
