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AN ACT relating to public airports.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 183 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
In addition to the activities authorized pursuant to KRS 183.133(7), an airport board may organize, establish, maintain, and operate an entity of the type described in subsection (2) of this section to promote, encourage, develop, operate, or sustain airports and air navigation facilities, including but not limited to such activities as providing aircraft maintenance and refueling services, passenger ticketing and related services, baggage handling, parking, and terminal operations.

(2)
Any entity created pursuant to this section may be organized as a corporation formed pursuant to KRS Chapter 271B or 273 or as a limited liability company formed pursuant to KRS Chapter 275. The entity shall be deemed an agency and instrumentality and the constituted authority of the airport board that created it.

(3)
The airport board creating an entity pursuant to this section shall exercise organizational control over the entity and may at any time alter the structure, organization, programs, or activities of the entity, including the power to terminate its existence, subject to any limitation on the impairment of contracts entered into by the entity.

(4)
The articles of incorporation or other organizational documents of an entity created pursuant to this section shall specify that any net revenues of the entity beyond those necessary for the implementation of the public purposes of the entity shall not inure to the benefit of any person other than the airport board, and that upon dissolution of the entity, the title to any property owned by the entity shall vest in the airport board.

(5)
Any costs associated with the creation, management, organization, or dissolution of the limited liability company shall be borne by the limited liability company and not the airport board.

(6)
Debts or obligations incurred by the entity shall be the sole responsibility of the entity and shall not transfer to the airport board at any time, including upon dissolution.

(7)
An employee of the limited liability company shall not become an employee of the airport board within six (6) months of leaving employment at the limited liability company.

(8)
The governing body of an entity created pursuant to this section shall consist of public officers, members of the airport board creating the entity, or a combination thereof.

(9)
Notwithstanding any other provision of this section or of any other statute of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, an entity created pursuant to this section shall not be deemed eligible to participate in the retirement systems established by KRS Chapters 61 and 78, and the employees of the entity shall not, by virtue of their employment, be eligible for participation in the retirement system. Employees of any entity created under this section shall be employees of that entity and shall not be employees of any governmental agency.
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
