Notwithstanding any other statute to the contrary, the commissioner of education may grant up to the equivalent of ten instructional days for school years 2010-2011 and 2011-2012 for school districts that have missed an average of 20 or more days in the previous three years and use alternative methods of instruction, including virtual learning, on days when the school district is closed for health or safety reasons, on nontraditional days, or during nontraditional time. Average daily attendance for purposes of support education excellence in Kentucky funding during the instructional time granted shall be calculated in compliance with administrative regulations promulgated by the Kentucky Board of Education."; and
