Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 136 makes changes in the method by which voluntary contributions accompanying various special license plates are collected. The state Revenue Cabinet formats and provides the notices sent to applicants securing these special license plates under KRS Chapter 186. Under implementation of the measure, the requested donation amount would be listed separately on the notices sent to the initial applicant or the applicant renewing the special license plate. A requested donation amount to the cost of registration or renewal would no longer be automatically added. This would provide greater transparency to applicant choice regarding the voluntary contribution process. 

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 136 on County Clerks is expected to be nil since there is no additional duty for County Clerks under the measure and there is no change in fees currently collected or not charged for processing of the special license plates.
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
