Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 146 amends KRS 186.041 to allow 100% service-connected disabled veterans who are eligible to receive one free special disabled veterans license plate under KRS 186.162(2) (a) to also be eligible to receive two additional plates free of charge upon initial application and renewal. The County Clerk would not receive any fees for the administrative duties required to process the two additional free plates.  
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
      The fiscal impact of HB 146 on County Clerks is likely to be minimal for individual County Clerks’ offices. The actual loss of revenue would depend upon the number of 100% service-connected disabled veterans residing in a particular county and electing to apply for and renew more than one of the three free special disabled veterans’ license plates.  

According to statewide data available from the Kentucky Motor Vehicle Registration Summary Report for Vehicles Renewed during Calendar Year 2009, there were 667 of the special disabled veterans license plates renewed by 100% service-connected disabled veterans.  The number of these free of charge special plates that might be initially applied for during any calendar year in the future is an unknown, as is the number of additional plates that are also without charge.  
In any event, any individual County Clerk would not receive any fee for initial issuance and renewal of up to two additional free plates to however many 100% total service-connected disabled veterans apply under KRS 186.162(2) (a).  Further, the County Clerk would not receive the $6 fee for administrative processing costs as provided under KRS 186.040(1) and the $3 County Clerk fee under KRS 186.040(6) with specified amounts distributed for various functions including technology improvements.
