MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of this measure is to provide an informational pamphlet prepared by the Kentucky State Medical Examiner's Office that describes the role and responsibilities of the coroner and medical examiner in death investigations and the means by which a decedent's estate or next of kin may obtain additional medical testing if so desired.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 160 amends KRS 72.280 by requiring the Division of Kentucky State Medical Examiner’s Office to prepare an informational pamphlet to be distributed to local coroners and made available freely online.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The costs incurred will mainly be related to printing and distribution of the pamphlets.  It is estimated that 8,000-10,000 pamphlets will be needed per year to comply with this legislation.  At a cost of $6 for 100 pamphlets, it will cost the Medical Examiner's Office approximately $600 annually.
