Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 163 requires all motorcycle operators and passengers to wear protective headgear. Under current law, protective headgear must only be worn by motorcycle passengers under the age of 21, operators who possess a motorcycle instruction permit, and operators who have had a motorcycle operator’s license for less than one year. 

Violators of HB 163 are subject to a fine of $20 to $100 for each offense (KRS 189.990) plus court costs (KRS 24A.175-.1765). 

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The net fiscal impact of HB 163 is an expected minimal increase in revenues for fiscal courts, sheriff departments, and local governments with police departments or contracts for police service. 
Local government revenues are expected to increase by a minimal amount. Violators found guilty of not wearing protective headgear must pay $125 in court costs, a portion of which is distributed to fiscal courts, sheriff’s departments, and local government with police departments or contracts for police service (200 KAR 38:030). The total amount of revenue distributed to these local entities will depend upon the number of violators. However, existing statutory provisions cap the total amount of revenues that these local entities may receive, so additional revenues may be minimal. (Fine revenues collected from criminal violations are deposited in the state’s general revenue fund.)
Local governments, namely police and sheriff departments, may incur additional costs related to enforcing the provisions of the bill. These costs will likely be marginal since police and sheriff departments are unlikely to add staff to pursue motorcyclists who do not wear protective headgear.
