Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
Under current law, KRS 411.148 exempts physicians, registered or practical nurses, emergency medical technicians, and others from civil liability when they perform emergency care or treatment outside of a hospital, doctor’s office, or other place having proper medical equipment, so long as treatment does not constitute willful or wanton misconduct. HB 181 expands this exemption to include all people who perform emergency care or treatment. HB 181 also repeals KRS 311A.150 which provides a specific exemption to paramedics and first responders. It appears, however, that those people are included in the amended definition of KRS 411.148 and, therefore, will remain exempt from civil liability.
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of the bill on local governments is an expected minimal decrease in expenditures. By exempting all people—including such local government personnel as firefighters—from civil liability related to providing emergency care or treatment in certain circumstances, insurance premiums and direct payments related to civil damages could decrease for local governments.
