Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 187/GA creates a new “I Support Veterans” special license plate for motor vehicles.  County Clerks will issue the initial and renewal license plate upon voluntary application and will receive fees for administrative process required to issue the plate. The effective date of the measure is delayed until the new motor vehicle information system currently under development by the Transportation Cabinet is certified and operational.  

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 187/GA for any particular County Clerk issuing a new “I Support Veterans” special license plate is expected to be nil to minimal.  The effective date of the measure is delayed until the new motor vehicle information system currently under development by the Transportation Cabinet is certified and operational.  
The County Clerk receives a $3 fee for an initial application and a $3 fee for a renewal application for issuance. Also, under KRS 186.040 (1) and (6) and for administrative processing duties, the County Clerk receives an additional $6 per registration and an additional $3 per registration (with $1 of the $3being retained by the County Clerk for technological improvements). 
Since the actual number of individuals that would choose to display an “I Support Veterans” special license plate during the first year of distribution and issuance and thereafter is an unknown factor, each County Clerk would initially and thereafter have some additional administrative duty to store the new plate.  
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
