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AN ACT relating to disabled parking.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 198B IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

In addition to the requirements of the Uniform State Building Code, parking lots of publicly owned buildings that contain over five hundred (500) parking spaces shall maintain at least one (1) additional disabled-accessible parking space designated as a van-only disabled parking space for each five hundred (500) spaces in the lot.  This section shall not apply to for-hire parking facilities listed in KRS 189.700.

Section 2.   KRS 198B.990 is amended to read as follows:

Any person who violates any provision of KRS 198B.140, 198B.6671, Section 1 of this Act, or 198B.6672, the Uniform State Building Code, the Uniform State Residential Code, or any directive or order issued pursuant thereto, shall be fined not less than ten dollars ($10) nor more than one thousand dollars ($1,000). Each day the violation continues shall constitute a separate offense.

(2)
Any person who violates the provisions of KRS 198B.310 to 198B.330 shall be fined not less than fifty dollars ($50) nor more than five hundred dollars ($500), or be imprisoned for not more than one (1) year, or both.

(3)
Any person who violates any provision of KRS 198B.410 to 198B.540, or regulation issued thereunder, shall be fined a sum of five hundred dollars ($500) for each offense.
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
