Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 210 creates new sections of KRS Chapter 186 which require holders of instructional permits to display identifying decals while operating a motor vehicle.  

The bill requires the Transportation Cabinet to issue decals to holders of instructional permits.  The Cabinet can charge a fee equal to the cost of actually producing and distributing the decals.  Instructional permit holders must display the decals on vehicles they are operating pursuant to administrative regulations promulgated by the Transportation Cabinet. 

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 210 on local governments is expected to be minimal.  

Local law enforcement will incur minimal training and administrative costs to enforce the measure.  The Kentucky Association of Chiefs of Police sees no problems with enforcing this bill.  The Association also believes the measure will help law enforcement with age identity relating to cell phone usage and other laws applicable to this class of driver.
