Dear Mary:

House Bill 236, among other things, amends KRS 95A.250 to increase the supplement that a local government may receive annually for each qualified professional firefighter it employs to $3,500 and includes emergency medical technicians and paramedics that are certified by the Kentucky Board of Emergency Medical Services and employed by a local government in the supplement. 
Kentucky Retirement Systems’ staff members have examined HB 236 and have determined that the bill will not increase or decrease benefits or the participation in benefits in any of the retirement systems administered by KRS.  Furthermore, HB 236 will not change the actuarial liability of any of the retirement systems administered by KRS.  Consequently, we have not requested any further actuarial analysis of HB 236 by the System’s independent actuary.
