Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 270 requires railroad companies to prevent paint from flaking from railroad bridges into bodies of water. Failure to do so can result in a fine of $1,000 per day per bridge. 

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 270 is a very minimal increase in local law enforcement costs. To the extent that railroad bridges within a community have paint flaking into a body of water, and depending on the level of enforcement, local law enforcement costs could increase by a very minimal amount. Fine revenues do not appear to remain with local governments.
