Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
Currently members of the Board of Adjustments in cities of the first class and consolidated local governments have three year terms of office. HB 321 would change the term of office to one year, and adjust the terms of the current office holders accordingly. 

Planning commissions in cities of the first class and consolidated local governments are currently authorized to issue remedial orders and impose civil fines. HB 321 would impose the following additional restrictions, including: written notification of remedial orders or civil fines to property owners; providing that remedial orders and civil fines can’t be enforced  until 120 days after the property owner has acknowledged receipt of the written notice; and requiring that the notice include a statement describing the property owner’s right of appeal.      

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 321 on local governments is expected to be minimal. 

While there may be some additional costs associated with screening new applicants for the shortened one year terms on the board of adjustments as a result of the passage of HB 321, it is expected that the costs associated with that additional screening would be minimal. 

Likewise, there may be some additional costs associated with the additional notice requirements of HB 321, but it is anticipated that those costs would be minimal as well. 
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
