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AN ACT relating to duties owed to another person.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 411.148 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
As used in this section, "emergency care or treatment" means any reasonable act taken to aid a person suffering from a physical condition or injury in order to protect the life of the person being aided.

(2)
It shall be the duty of every person to render emergency care or treatment to any person encountered who is suffering from a physical condition or injury which, to a reasonable person, would require immediate medical assistance to protect the life of the person to be aided, unless that care or treatment is being provided by others.

(3)
No person[physician licensed under KRS Chapter 311, registered or practical nurse licensed under KRS Chapter 314, person certified as an emergency medical technician by the Kentucky Cabinet for Health and Family Services, person certified by the American Heart Association or the American Red Cross to perform cardiopulmonary resuscitation, or employee of any board of education established pursuant to the provision of KRS 160.160, who has completed a course in first aid and who maintains current certification therein in accordance with the standards set forth by the American Red Cross] shall be liable in civil damages for administering emergency care or treatment at the scene of an emergency outside of a hospital, doctor's office, or other place having proper medical equipment excluding house calls, for acts performed at the scene of such emergency, unless such acts constitute willful or wanton misconduct.

(4)[(2)]
The immunity provided[Nothing] in subsection (3) of this section shall not apply[applies] to the administering of such care or treatment where the same is rendered for remuneration or with the expectation of remuneration.

(5)[(3)]
The administering of emergency care or treatment at the scene of an emergency by employees of a board of education shall not be considered to be rendered for remuneration or with the expectation of remuneration because such personnel perform such care as part of their regular professional or work responsibilities for which they receive their regular salaries from the school board which is their employer.

(6)
Any person over the age of majority who violates subsection (2) of this section shall be fined not more than one hundred ($100) dollars.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 519 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Except as provided in subsection (3) of this section, any person knowing that a felony has been or is about to be committed shall report that information to law enforcement authorities.

(2)
(a)
Except as provided in paragraph (b) of this subsection, any person who discovers a body or acquires first knowledge of the death of a person shall immediately report the death to a law enforcement officer in the county where the body is discovered.

(b)
A person who discovers the body or acquires first knowledge of the death of a person who was suffering from and being treated by a physician for a medical condition from which death at such time would not be unexpected, shall immediately report the death to the treating physician.

(3)
The duty to report required under subsection (1) or (2)(a) of this section shall not apply when the information is obtained through the attorney-client, clergy-penitent, or husband-wife relationship.

(4)
Any person having a duty to report under this section and who fails to report as required shall be guilty of a violation.

Section 3.   The following KRS section is repealed:

311A.150   Privileges and immunities of paramedics and first responders.
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
