IMPACT DISCUSSION: (Indicate affected service levels, workloads, programs or staff and describe any coordination issues with other state agencies or external groups.)

This bill would require DOC to create a new Office of the Inspector General which would require adding positions of Inspector General and staff. Under current law the DOC is already subject to review by the Legislative Program Review and Investigation and Contract Review Committees and the State Auditor's Office. DOC must comply with Personnel Cabinet, Finance Cabinet, and Executive Branch Ethics Commission regulations. The department is also audited annually by the American Correctional Association according to nationally accepted standards. In addition, there is, wthin the Justice & Public Safety Cabinet, an Office of Investigations that investigates administrative violations within the cabinet.

The fiscal impact to the Department of Corrections would include the salary and benefits of the Inspector General which is currently estimated to be $110,000 per year if the position is deemed non-hazardous duty.  Other expenses would include travel, office supplies, office space and other incidentals estimated at $15,000 per year. In addition, Section 2 mentions employees assigned to the Office of the Inspector General, which would result in additional personnel costs. The DOC would also incur new costs for office space and all associated costs, transportation costs for statewide travel, etc.

NOTE: Consideration should be given to the cumulative impact of all bills that increase the felon population or that impose new obligations on the Department of Corrections.
