Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
KRS 508.160 establishes the Class D felony of disarming a peace officer of a firearm or other deadly weapon.

HB 366 expands the definition of disarming a peace officer to include removing or depriving an officer of any defensive or control device, including handcuffs, chemical spray, electronic control device, electronic control weapon or electro-muscular disruption technology while the officer is acting within the scope of his/her official duties. 

The measure makes exceptions for disarming a peace officer upon lawful arrest, entry into an airport controlled by federal law or regulation, and entry into a secure detention facility where weapons are prohibited.  

     
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 366 on local government is expected to be minimal.

Local governments are responsible for the cost of incarcerating individuals who are charged with a felony (if they do not make bail) until disposition of the case.  While the expense of housing inmates varies widely by jail, each additional inmate will increase facility costs by an estimated average of $31.34 per day.  Upon sentencing, all Class D felons are housed in any one of 79 full service jails for up to five years.  The state reimburses at the rate of $31.34
 a day for these convicts.  This amount may or may not cover the cost of housing the felon in a local facility. 

According to the Administrative Office of the Courts, during FY 2009, there were four felony convictions for violating KRS 508.160.  It is anticipated that passage of HB 366 would lead to a small increase in the number of convictions.  Since state reimbursement may or may not cover the full cost of housing the few individuals convicted under the expanded definition of disarming a peace officer, local governments will incur a minimal financial cost or derive a minimal financial benefit from passage of HB 366.
