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AN ACT  relating to crimes and punishments.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 508.160 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
A person is guilty of disarming a peace officer when he or she intentionally:

(a)
Removes a firearm,[ or] other deadly weapon, or any other defensive or control device including but not limited to handcuffs, chemical spray, electronic control device, electronic control weapon, or electro-muscular disruption technology, used for the defense of the peace officer or the control of another person, from the person of a peace officer when the peace officer is acting within the scope of his or her official duties; or

(b)
Deprives a peace officer of the officer's use of a firearm,[ or] deadly weapon, or any other defensive or control device including but not limited to handcuffs, chemical spray, electronic control device, electronic control weapon, or electro-muscular disruption technology, used for the defense of the peace officer or the control of another person, when the peace officer is acting within the scope of his or her official duties.

(2)
Disarming a peace officer is a Class D felony.

(3)
The provisions of this section shall not apply when:

(a)
The defendant does not know or could not reasonably have known that the person disarmed was a peace officer;[ or]
(b)
The peace officer was, at the time of the disarming or incident thereto, engaged in felonious conduct;
(c)
Another peace officer disarms a peace officer upon the lawful arrest of the disarmed peace officer, upon obedience to a court order, or upon obedience to a departmental directive; 

(d)
Upon the peace officer's entry into the sterile area of an airport where the possession of firearms, deadly weapons, or any other defensive or control device is controlled by federal law or regulation; or

(e)
Upon the peace officer's entry into a detention facility where possession of firearms, deadly weapons, or any other defensive or control device is controlled by law or administrative regulation.
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
