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AN ACT relating to the General Assembly.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 6 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in this section:

(a)
"Appropriation bill" means any legislation that authorizes the expenditure of public funds as defined in KRS 446.010, including the following, as defined in KRS 48.010:

1.
An appropriation;

2.
An appropriation provision; or

3.
A general appropriation bill;

(b)
"Publicly available" means the:

1.
Posting on the Legislature's Web site; or

2.
Publication in the Legislative Record; and

(c)
"Revenue bill" means any legislation that increases or decreases revenue receipts as defined in KRS 48.010.

(2)
No appropriation bill or revenue bill shall be voted upon in either chamber of the General Assembly until the appropriation bill or revenue bill has been made publicly available for a forty-eight (48) hour waiting period.

(3)
(a)
No amendment to an appropriation bill or a revenue bill shall be voted upon until the amendment has been made publicly available for a forty-eight (48) hour waiting period.

(b)
No amendment that would cause legislation to have the effect of an appropriation bill or a revenue bill shall be voted upon until the amendment has been made publicly available for a forty-eight (48) hour waiting period.

(4)
No vote on a conference committee report or a free conference committee report related to an appropriation bill or a revenue bill shall be held until the report has been made publicly available for a forty-eight (48) hour waiting period.
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
