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AN ACT relating to fees in public universities and colleges.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 164.400 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
The respective boards of regents and boards of trustees of the public universities and the Kentucky Community and Technical College System shall establish fees that shall be sufficient for the payment of instructional and operational expenses of the university or college and which are consistent with the recommendations of the Council on Postsecondary Education.

Boards of regents and boards of trustees may require the payment of:

(a)
Tuition;

(b)
Application fees;

(c)
Library and building use fees;

(d)
Automobile registration and parking fees and fines;

(e)
Course-specific fees, including consumable materials, labs, equipment, supplies, instrument rental, and new and used textbook purchases or rentals;

(f)
Degree program-specific fees;

(g)
Transcript fees;

(h)
Graduation fees;

(i)
Dormitory and other housing fees for students subject to on-campus residency requirements and for students who elect to live in campus housing;

(j)
Health and insurance fees for students unless a student has an approved waiver and proof of insurance on file;

(k)
Late registration and late payment fees;

(l)
Fees for licensure or certification administered by the university or college;

(m)
Computer technology and Internet usage fees;

(n)
Counseling and career services fees;

(o)
Extramural and intramural athletic and other recreational event fees;

(p)
Participation fees for conferences, camps, and workshops;

(q)
Meal plan fees for campus residents; and

(r)
Auxiliary service fees.

(3)
Nonresident or commuter students shall not be assessed fees for athletics or meals unless they voluntarily request to participate in those programs.
[The respective boards of regents of the state universities and colleges and the Kentucky Community and Technical College System shall establish such incidental fees and nonresident tuition fees as will be sufficient for the purpose of paying the incidental expenses of the university or college and as are consistent with the recommendations of the Council on Postsecondary Education. No money derived from nonresident tuition or other fees paid by students shall be used for any other purpose, except such amount as is over and above that needed to defray the incidental expenses.]
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
