AN ACT relating to transparency in postsecondary education advertising.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 164 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

In order to protect the citizens of the Commonwealth, the Council on Postsecondary Education shall require any college or university including public, nonprofit, and proprietary, for-profit schools licensed by the council to publicly disclose according to standardized protocols, both in print and Web-based advertisements within Kentucky, information about:

The retention and graduation rates of the school and its programs;

(2)
The job placement rate of program graduates in the field of study and the types of jobs for which graduates are eligible;

(3)
The loan default rate of program graduates reported according to criteria established by the United States Department of Education;

(4)
Whether program course credits are accepted for transfer at other postsecondary educational institutions; and

(5)
Whether programs currently meet regional or national licensure or accreditation standards necessary for graduates of the program to obtain employment consistent with the degree or other credential earned.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 165A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

In order to protect the citizens of the Commonwealth, the State Board for Proprietary Education shall require any proprietary, for-profit school licensed by the board to publicly disclose according to standardized protocols, both in print and Web-based advertisements within Kentucky, information about:

The retention and graduation rates of the school and its programs;

(2)
The job placement rate of program graduates in the field of study and the types of jobs for which graduates are eligible;

The loan default rate of program graduates reported according to criteria established by the United States Department of Education;
