Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 423 would authorize a court, on motion of the Commonwealth, to order the forfeiture of a defendant’s motor vehicle if convicted of a third, fourth or subsequent offense DUI, or if the defendant is convicted of a DUI with an aggravating circumstance listed in KRS 189A.010(11). 

Once forfeited, the vehicle may be retained and used by the agency that seized the motor vehicle, or may be sold at auction, subject to any valid, recorded liens. The expense of transfer of the vehicle is to be paid by the unit of government.      

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 423 on local government is expected to be minimally positive. 

Through the use or sale of vehicles forfeited under the provisions of HB 423, local governments may see an increase in revenue, either by not having to purchase as many vehicles for the agency, or by the infusion of cash resulting from the sale at auction of forfeited vehicles. 

While there may some increase in revenue for local governments resulting from the enactment of the provisions of HB 423, it is expected that impact will be minimal.      
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
