SUBJECT: AN ACT relating to correctional matters. 
SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Amend KRS 441.045 relating to state payment for jail medical care to reduce from $2,000, to $1,000 the threshold amount at which the state makes payments; delete requirement that attending physician certify under oath that the care was nonelective and necessary for the health of the prisoner; amend KRS 441.206 relating to state payments of local jail expenses to delete the requirement for monthly payment and add requirement for annual payment no later than July 31 of each year; amend KRS 532.100 relating to placing Class C and Class D felons in county jails to remove requirement for community custody classification; prohibit housing sex offenders and violent offenders; permit housing a Class D felon with a sentence of more than five years when the felon has less than five years remaining on the sentence.

IMPACT DISCUSSION: (Indicate affected service levels, workloads, programs or staff and describe any coordination issues with other state agencies or external groups.)

This bill increases the amount DOC would reimburse local jails for indigent medical care; allows for annual instead of monthly payment to jails; and requires that Class C or D offenders (except violent and sex offenders) who have less than five years remaining on their sentence must serve that term in a county jail. Aside from annual payments to jails, this bill has the potential to increase costs to DOC.

FISCAL/BUDGETARY DISCUSSION:
Section 2(2) would not require additional funds and would reduce staff time in processing jail allotment payments.
In Section 3 (4), the change in the language to include both Class C and Class D felons and the change from “may” to “shall” require DOC to place inmates in jails, which may leave open beds in prison facilities. DOC could be paying the jails to house inmates that could be housed in state facilities. This would raise the average cost to incarcerate per inmate at the state facilities because they would no longer be fully utilized. This provision could also inhibit DOC’s ability to house inmates in community service centers where the cost to incarcerate is less than that of jails and may restrict transfer opportunities. If the language mirrors the budget bill and states "may" rather than "shall" the impact would be minimal.  


NOTE: Consideration should be given to the cumulative impact of all bills that increase the felon population or that impose new obligations on the Department of Corrections.
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
