Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 481 requires marinas to have their electrical systems inspected by an electrical inspector.
 HB 481 also requires that a complete record of the inspection be kept by the electrical inspector and that a copy be submitted to the Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources. 
Under the bill, marinas that fail an initial electrical inspection will be issued a warning. Marinas that fail a second inspection will be assessed a $1,000 fine; a $2,000 fine is imposed if the marina fails a third inspection. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife does not have information about the number of marinas in Kentucky. The Kentucky Marina Association website lists 42 marina members, but these may or may not meet the statutory definition of “marina” and this may not be an exhaustive list of marinas. 
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 481 is an expected increase in revenues and expenditures. The net impact cannot be determined. 
Revenues from electrical inspection fees are expected to increase because the bill requires marinas to have electrical inspections. In many localities, the electrical inspection fee is retained by the local government that employs or contracts with the electrical inspector. For those local governments, revenues will increase in accordance with the number of additional inspections performed and the fee amount of each inspection. Counties may currently assess different electrical inspection fee amounts.  

In some localities electrical inspectors retain the inspection fee if they have a contract with the local government to perform the inspections (Department of Housing, Buildings, and Construction). As a result, some local governments whose jurisdiction includes a marina may not receive additional revenue under HB 481. 

Marinas that fail an electrical inspection more than once are subject to fines. Local government revenues may increase in a similar fashion to fee revenue: some local governments may gain revenue; others may not. It is not possible to determine how many fines will be assessed, but the expected revenue increase will likely be small considering that the fine amounts are $1,000 and $2,000.  

Local government administrative expenditures will increase by a minimal amount because HB 481 requires electrical inspectors to submit a copy of their marina inspection to the Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources. Because HB 481 requires marinas to have electrical inspections, local government expenditures may also rise. The increase will depend on several factors, including the marginal cost of performing more electrical inspections.
