IMPACT DISCUSSION: (Indicate affected service levels, workloads, programs or staff and describe any coordination issues with other state agencies or external groups.)

The inmate canteen corporation - Kentucky Centralized Inmate Commissary, Inc. (KCIC) - currently operates under the Open Records Act and the Open Meetings Act so that provision of the bill will have no impact on KCIC or the department. KCIC follows a competitive sealed bidding process similar to the procurement code competitive sealed bidding process for awarding canteen operating contracts at the correctional institutions. KCIC has developed a protest procedure for the bid award process. The last provision in the bill would require the department and KCIC to review the food service contract and canteen contracts to determine if any would be in conflict with the new provision pertaining to management.  If the contracts involved business entities in common that conflict with the new provision, then steps would have to be taken to terminate a contract. Eliminating any vendor from consideration could be costly by impacting the competitive bid. It should be noted that, as part of the procedures performed to identify conflicts of interest between food service and canteen operations, the State Auditor’s Office reviewed the procurement of canteen operations at institutions. The procedure found no bias toward the food service vendor even after the vendor was selected to provide statewide food service for the department. The food contracts are monitored statewide and based on a state-approved menu; canteens are bid by each individual institution.
