MEASURE'S PURPOSE: HB 490 repeals KRS 411.110 which requires that any action against a city because of injury resulting from defects  in bridges, streets, sidewalks, alleys or other public thoroughfares serve notice to city officials in the manner provided in the Rules of Civil Procedure within ninety days of the occurrence for which damage is claimed.
PROVISION/MECHANICS: HB 490 repeals KRS 411.110
FISCAL EXPLANATION: There is no fiscal impact to the General Fund. To the extent that the repeal of KRS 411.110 may allow a greater number of actions against cities to proceed and succeed, the fiscal impact would be an indeterminable increase to cities.
