SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Create new sections of KRS Chapter 171 to require persons excavating archaeological sites on private property to obtain a permit from the Kentucky Heritage Council; … make unlawful possession of human remains or burial objects a Class A misdemeanor for the first offense and a Class D felony for each subsequent offense; …; amend KRS 525.120 to increase penalty for abuse of a corpse from a Class A misdemeanor to a Class D felony; require human remains possessed or so used to be seized and forfeited to the state; require the violator to reimburse the Commonwealth for the cost of properly disposing of the human remains.

This bill creates new Class D felonies for: 2nd and subsequent offenses of excavating an archaeological site on private property without a permit; 2nd and subsequent offenses for knowing possession, utilization or disposition of human remains or burial objects without a permit, in an unlawful manner, or contrary to the permit; and exhumation of human remains or burial objects without a permit. This bill also elevates the penalty for abuse of a corpse to a Class D felony in all cases. This bill is not expected to generate a significant number of new prisoners.
