The Department of Corrections already compiles annual cost data as required by this bill. Other provisions in the bill will ensure that the data is made available to the courts, attorneys and jurors to aid them in choosing the most cost-effective sanction. This bill has the potential to reduce the over-use of incarceration by providing less costly alternatives that evidence-based practices often prove are more effective at protecting public safety and reducing recidivism.
