Purpose and Mechanics
HB 68 GA amends KRS 61.080 to prohibit dual membership on certain local government boards.  The local government boards affected by the measure include boards overseeing fire protection, libraries, health departments, economic development, flood control, hospitals, emergency services, ambulance services, sanitation, levees, drainage, roads, planning and zoning, water districts, appraisers, and local government ethics. The measure also stipulates that upon the effective date of the Act, any person reappointed to one of the affected boards, shall vacate membership on any of the other boards affected by HB 68 GA. 
Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 68 GA on local government is expected to be minimal.  Most of the appointments to these boards are made by mayors and county judge/ executives and submitted to their legislative bodies for confirmation.  The mayor and county judge/ executives will need to review all appointments and identify any parties serving on two or more of boards affected by HB 68 GA.  Since city residents may serve on both city and county boards, appointments made by city and county will need to be cross referenced.   
Some local mayors and county judge/executives make it a practice to not appoint an individual to multiple boards and would not be affected by the measure.  However, a number of local governments, particularly in the more rural areas of the state, will be affected.  While the fiscal impact of HB 68 GA is minimal, both the League of Cities and the Kentucky County Judge/Executive Association indicate that the provisions of the bill could make it more difficult to fill board appointments in the future.
