MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 73 HCS1 requires the Department of Education to provide educational records of children committed to the state free of charge to the Cabinet for Health and Family Services and local foster care review boards.  HB 73 HCS1 further requires that recommendations concerning the transition from out-of-home care to independent living be made to a court by the Department of Juvenile Justice regarding children in their care.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:   HB 73 HCS1  amends KRS 620.250 to allow local foster care review boards to have access to the educational records of children committed to the custody of the Commonwealth by establishing language that requires the Kentucky Department of Education to provide the educational records free of charge to the Cabinet for Health and Family Services; inserts new language amending KRS 610.125 to establish that recommendations concerning the transition from out-of-home care to independent living shall be made to a court by the Department of Juvenile Justice regarding a child in their care.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  This fiscal impact is indeterminable because the number of state-committed children who would require educational records to be provided to local foster care review boards, and the resulting cost of obtaining those records by the Department of Education to be transferred free of charge to the Cabinet for Health and Family Services, are unknown.
The Cabinet for Health and Family Services and Department for Juvenile Justice indicate no state fiscal impact from this legislation as currently written.
The Department of Education does not currently have any of this information on file, nor does it have technology currently in place to contain comprehensive school records.
The Cabinet for Health and Family Services further indicates that at any given time this could involve up to 6,800 state-committed children who all go in front of local foster care review boards for consideration.
