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AN ACT relating to dextromethorphan abuse.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 218A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

A person, other than a medical facility, medical practitioner, pharmacist, pharmacy intern, pharmacy technician, pharmacy licensed under KRS Chapter 315, or registrant under the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act, 21 U.S.C. sec. 301 et seq., shall not possess one (1) gram or more of:

(a)
Pure dextromethorphan; or 

(b)
Dextromethorphan extracted from solid or liquid dose forms, as defined by United States Pharmacopeia reference standards.

A person shall not sell products containing dextromethorphan as the only active ingredient to individuals under eighteen (18) years of age.

(3)
(a)
From 7:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m., retail establishments that sell any product containing dextromethorphan as the only active ingredient shall limit access to these products by requiring customers to show a government-issued photo identification card showing his or her date of birth, and place his or her signature on a document stating that the customer is over the age of eighteen (18) before purchase.

(b)
After 10:00 p.m. and until 7:00 a.m., retail establishments that sell any product containing dextromethorphan as the only active ingredient shall make these products secure so that only a manager or other designated supervisory person may access them. During these designated hours, a customer shall be required to request the product containing dextromethorphan from an employee of the retail establishment, show a government-issued photo identification card showing his or her date of birth, and place his or her signature on a document stating that the customer is over the age of eighteen (18) before purchase.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 218A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Any person who violates subsection (1) of Section 1 of this Act shall be subject to a fine of one thousand dollars ($1,000) for the first violation and two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500) for each subsequent violation.

Any person who violates subsection (2) of Section 1 of this Act shall be subject to a fine of two hundred and fifty dollars ($250) for the first violation and five hundred dollars ($500) for each subsequent violation.

(3)
Any person who violates subsection (3) of Section 1 of this Act shall be subject to a fine of one hundred dollars ($100) for the first violation and two hundred fifty dollars ($250) for each subsequent violation.
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
