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A RESOLUTION recognizing February 10, 2011, as Diabetes Day at the Capitol and commending those organizations and individuals who have made an impact on diabetes prevention and control.

WHEREAS, this year marks the 12th anniversary of Diabetes Day at the Capitol, an annual event to educate Kentucky's lawmakers and publicly recognize those organizations and individuals who have made an impact on diabetes prevention and control; and

WHEREAS, diabetes is a chronic, debilitating, and costly disease associated with severe complications; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky faces mounting cases of citizens battling diabetes. More than 366,000 adults have been diagnosed with diabetes, and there are an estimated 91,000 adults with undiagnosed diabetes; and

WHEREAS, much can be done to prevent and control diabetes in Kentucky and reduce the burden of illness and death; and

WHEREAS, advocates for lowering Kentucky's rate of diabetes are working in concert with lawmakers in the General Assembly toward the goal of "Changing Diabetes"; and

WHEREAS, representatives from the Kentucky Diabetes Network, the American Diabetes Association, and the American Association of Diabetes Educators, along with numerous professional groups, corporations, universities, and concerned citizens, are here with us today; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby recognize February 10, 2011, as Diabetes Day at the Capitol, and commends those organizations and individuals who have made an impact on diabetes prevention and control.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives does hereby honor the exceptional work of advocates and professionals, including doctors, nurses, diabetes educators, public administrators, and especially volunteers, who have come together with the goal of "Changing Diabetes."
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
