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A RESOLUTION designating February 2011, as Kentucky Negro Educational Association, Inc. month, and the 2011-2020 decade as the Decade Toward Excellence in African American Education.

WHEREAS, education in Kentucky is an optimal objective for all its citizens, and the Commonwealth has enjoyed 200 years of public education for its African American citizens; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Negro Educational Association, Inc., (KNEA) was founded in 1877 as the Colored Teachers State Association, and reorganized in 1913 with the mission to train qualified teachers and administrators capable of nurturing and fostering an educational tradition among African Americans rich in values of citizenship and character; and

WHEREAS, KNEA continued its mission until is dissolution shortly after the landmark 1954 United States Supreme Court decision, Brown vs. Board of Education of Topeka, Kansas; and

WHEREAS, KNEA and its thousands of members established an educational foundation upon which generations of African Americans continue to be inspired with qualities of service, leadership, faith, and commitment; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.  The House of Representatives designates February, 2011, as Kentucky Negro Educational Association, Inc. month, to honor the thousands of teachers, administrators, librarians, staff, and supportive citizens, posthumously and living, who dedicated their lives to the education of the African American citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and furthermore, declares the 2011-2020 decade as the Decade Toward Excellence in African American Education.
