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A RESOLUTION honoring Dakota Meyer for being recommended by the United States Marine Corps to receive a high level military award.

WHEREAS, Dakota Meyer, a former Marine Corporal and native of Greensburg, Kentucky, was recommended for the Medal of Honor because of his valiant actions on September 8, 2009, near the village of Ganjgal in Kunar province, Afghanistan; and

WHEREAS, Dakota Meyer, exhibited extraordinary heroism and selflessness above and beyond the call of duty when, while under heavy gun fire and wounded by shrapnel, he braved a hail of enemy fire to pull the bodies of three Marines and a Navy Corpsman from a kill zone in eastern Afghanistan; and

WHEREAS, if awarded, Dakota Meyer could become the second living recipient of the Medal of Honor and the first living Marine recipient since the Vietnam War; and

WHEREAS, Dakota Meyer was awarded the Purple Heart for his actions that day; and 

WHEREAS, Dakota Meyer is a 2006 Graduate of Green County High School where he played football; and

WHEREAS, Dakota Meyer was accepted by several colleges, but he made the decision to serve his country and joined the Marines one week before his 18th birthday; and

WHEREAS, Dakota Meyer was stationed in Kaneohe Bay, Hawaii, and he spent most of his term traveling; and he was deployed to Afghanistan for six months in 2009; and

WHEREAS, Dakota Meyer returned home in June 2010, upon completion of his four-year term with the Marines; and 

WHEREAS, Dakota Meyer is as humble as he is brave, and while he is considered a hero, he only hopes his acts of heroism will honor his fallen comrades; and 

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Dakota Meyer and is grateful for the sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives is proud to recognize the patriotic service of Dakota Meyer to his country and does hereby congratulate him on being recommended to receive the Medal of Honor.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor and recognition of Dakota Meyer.
