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A RESOLUTION honoring the service and sacrifice of the officers and enlisted members of the Armed Forces, as well as their families, stationed at Fort Campbell.

WHEREAS, Fort Campbell supports the third largest military population in the Army, and the seventh largest in the Department of Defense; and

WHEREAS, Fort Campbell is home to over 22,000 officers and enlisted men and women, as well as over 40,000 family members; and

WHEREAS, Fort Campbell occupies 164 square miles on the Kentucky – Tennessee border; and

WHEREAS, Fort Campbell's primary mission is to advance the combat readiness of the 101st Airborne Division (Air Assault), the famous "Screaming Eagles," who have been repeatedly called into action whenever the need was immediate and extreme; and

WHEREAS, Fort Campbell is also home to the 5th Special Forces Group (ABN), 160th Special Operations Aviation Regiment (SOAR), 19th Air Support Operations Squadron, 52nd Ordnance Group, 63rd Chemical Company, 49th Quartermaster Group, as well as the Sabalauski Air Assault School, and the SSG John W. Kreckel Noncommissioned Officer Academy; and

WHEREAS, since shortly after the terrorist attacks on September 11, 2001, and declaration of the Global War on Terror, those stationed at Fort Campbell have been called upon again and again to fight the enemies of freedom and the United States of America; and

WHEREAS, 740 individuals from Fort Campbell have been deployed to Iraq in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom, now designated as Operation New Dawn, with 140 of these members of the Armed Forces having been redeployed; and

WHEREAS, 17,400 members of the Armed Forces from Fort Campbell have been deployed in support of Operation Enduring Freedom in Afghanistan, with 4,000 having been redeployed; and

WHEREAS, in support of the operations in Iraq and Afghanistan, 110 individuals from the Fort Campbell community have given their last full measure of devotion and paid the ultimate sacrifice for the freedom of all Americans; and

WHEREAS, each of these individuals left loved ones behind who mourn their loss; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for the men and women of the Armed Forces located at Fort Campbell, and for those who have lost their life serving our country, as well as those families left behind to carry on in their absence; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby honor those men and women stationed at Fort Campbell, and their families, for their dedicated service and sacrifice, and does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow over the passing of those from Fort Campbell who have died serving their country, and extends its most heartfelt sympathy.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the men and women stationed at Fort Campbell, and their families, and in loving memory of those from Fort Campbell who paid the ultimate sacrifice.
