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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Robert C. "Bob" Carter upon his induction into the Kentucky Journalism Hall of Fame.

WHEREAS, Robert C. "Bob" Carter began his career in advertising sales for Hopkinsville's Kentucky New Era. His talent and perseverance would lead him to become publisher of the newspaper, a distinction he proudly held until his retirement in 1997; and 

WHEREAS, Bob Carter's journalistic legacy was established in the 1970s, when, as president of the Kentucky Press Association, he advocated for government transparency and eventually influenced the adoption of Kentucky's open meetings and open records laws. A tireless worker who displayed talents as both a publisher of the news and a spokesperson for his community, he fought for positive change at the Kentucky New Era, moving the newspaper into a new facility and modernizing its printing operations. He was also a gracious colleague to competing newspapers, and fellow publishers remember him not as a competitor but as a friend; and

WHEREAS, aside from his duties at the New Era, Bob Carter was Secretary and Vice President of the Western Kentucky Press Association, President of the Kentucky-Tennessee chapter of the Association of the United States Army, and he received the President's Medal from the Association of the United States Army. He was also a board member of Leadership Kentucky, was Chairman of the Murray State University Board of Regents, served on the Southern Newspaper Publishers Association Board of Directors, and was Chairman of the Board for the Kentucky Chamber of Commerce. His shining achievement in his field will occur on April 5, 2011, when he will be inducted into the Kentucky Journalism Hall of Fame; and 

WHEREAS, this Honorable Body commends Bob Carter for his life's achievements, for his work as publisher of one of Kentucky's proudest newspapers, and for his willingness to fight for change to the Commonwealth's laws that provide for a transparent and open government. His fearless vision as both a publisher and an advocate for journalistic freedoms is worthy of the admiration of the Hopkinsville community and an appreciative Commonwealth; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives congratulates Robert C. "Bob" Carter for his years of service at Hopkinsville's Kentucky New Era and for the deserved distinction of being inducted into the Kentucky Journalism Hall of Fame. 

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Robert C. "Bob" Carter.
