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A RESOLUTION thanking and honoring Representative Tanya Pullin for her service to fallen Kentucky service members and their families, and assisting the House of Representatives in honoring their ultimate sacrifice through memorial ceremonies.

WHEREAS, Kentuckians have long answered the patriotic call of military service to protect the United States of America from her enemies; and

WHEREAS, the House of Representatives has long honored those service members who have given their full measure of devotion; and

WHEREAS, Representative Tanya Pullin's devotion to our fallen service members and their families allows the members of the House of Representatives to personally thank the families left behind for the ultimate sacrifice their loved ones have made for the freedom of all Americans and to extend to them their most heartfelt sympathy; and

WHEREAS, Representative Tanya Pullin's service to the House of Representatives in organizing the memorial ceremonies is truly appreciated by each member of this most Honorable Body;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives thanks and honors Representative Tanya Pullin for her tireless service to the fallen Kentucky service members and their families, and assisting this chamber in honoring their ultimate sacrifice through our memorial ceremonies.
