WHEREAS, on November 14th, 2010, the Fairview Lady Eagles won the school's first state championship in any sport. Using "Pack Attack" as the team motto, the Lady Eagles scorched the field and took the title by an impressive 35 points; and 

WHEREAS, the championship was truly a team effort. All seven runners finished less than two minutes apart and most set new personal records; and 

WHEREAS, the young Lady Eagles, who entered the meet ranked number one in the state, were paced by two young stars. Lyndsey Burke, a seventh grader, placed ninth overall and ran the event in 19:49:20. Another seventh grader, Katie Richard, placed 13th and finished in 20:03:25. Also instrumental to the team's unprecedented accomplishment were teammates Haley Layne, who finished just four seconds behind Richard, and Brooklyn Bowen, who finished 20th and ran in 20:39:07. Morgan McIntyre and Maddy Rymer also put in tremendous showings at the meet; and

WHEREAS, off the field, the team was led by Coach Becca Chaney. Coach Chaney went on to be named 2010 Class A Coach of the Year by the Kentucky Track and Cross Country Coaches Association for her efforts. Always humble, Coach Chaney thanked her team while accepting the distinguished award. Also earning KTCCCA honors were Lyndsey Burke, who was named first-team all-state in Class A. Brooklyn Bowen, Haley Layne, and Katie Richard were named second-team all-state, and Morgan McIntyre and Maddy Rymer were given honorable mentions; and 

WHEREAS, it is appropriate that this Honorable Body take time to honor the perseverance, efforts, and accomplishments of this outstanding group of young women, who exemplify the best in dedication and teamwork, and who will forever be remembered in the storied annals of Kentucky high school track and field;
