WHEREAS, Dr. Cornelia Jarmon Glenn was born on April 8, 1947, in Memphis; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Glenn earned her bachelor's degree from Wisconsin State University, where she met the love of her life, Representative Jim Glenn, with whom she shared nearly 38 years of wedded bliss; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Glenn received her master's degree from the University of Wisconsin-Oshkosh and her doctorate from the University of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, in 1988, Dr. Glenn moved with her husband to Kentucky, where she entered the education field as part of her lifelong mission to help others live better lives and her emphasis on teacher education had particular value in a society where learning is often the key to enduring success; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Glenn was a paragon of good teaching as a professor at Owensboro Community and Technical College, spending time with each of her students both to help them understand their lessons and to convey the spirit in which teachers must spread their love of learning; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Glenn was actively involved in her community outside the classroom, serving on the Daviess County Cooperative Extension District Board, the Owensboro Medical Health System Foundation Board, the Owensboro Area Shelter and Information Services Board, and the Owensboro Career Development Board; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Glenn was a faithful servant of the Lord at Owensboro Christian Church, where she served in various capacities to meet fellow worshippers' physical and spiritual needs; and

WHEREAS, beyond her career and her community activities, Dr. Glenn took special pride in her family, raising with her husband two children, Kimberly Louise and James Glenn III; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Glenn was held in high regard by this honorable body, and colleagues of her husband consistently delighted in her charm, warmth, and intelligence, characteristics that she has impressed upon her husband in his service to this Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Glenn was taken from her family, friends, colleagues, and community too soon on June 11, 2010, following her struggle with cancer, which robbed her of her physical strength but not her inimitable spirit; and

WHEREAS, the work Dr. Glenn did in this world and the thousands of lives she touched will affect generations of Kentuckians to come, a contribution that all of us seek to emulate in our lives; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Glenn is mourned across the length and breadth of this Commonwealth, leaving a hole in our hearts that cannot be filled;
