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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor and loving memory of MacKenzie Todd "Mack" Miller. 

WHEREAS, MacKenzie Todd "Mack" Miller was born in Versailles, Kentucky, on October 16, 1921, the son of the late Jane and Scott G. Miller, Sr.; and

WHEREAS, Mack Miller graduated from the Bolles School and attended the University of Kentucky. He served in the United States Army Air Corps during World War II and returned home to pursue a career as a horse trainer; and

WHEREAS, at the young age of 15, Mack Miller made his first visit to Keeneland Race Course. It was here that a deep and lifelong passion for horses and the sport of horse racing was forged. In the 1940s, he began working for Calumet Farm; his love of the animals he tended was so deep that he offered to work for free; and

WHEREAS, Mack Miller trained the filly Oil Painting to five stakes victories in 1954, and a year later he trained the two-year-old champion Leallah. He trained privately for Charlie Engelhard's Craigwood Stable before finishing his career with Paul Mellon's Rokeby Stable. Along with Dr. and Mrs. Smiser West of Midway, he formed a thoroughbred breeding partnership that remained successful until his death; and

WHEREAS, Mack Miller reached the pinnacle of his profession in 1993. On the cloudy afternoon of May 1, jockey Jerry Bailey shot to the rail and won the Kentucky Derby atop Sea Hero. Mack Miller, Sea Hero's loving and devoted trainer, would say afterward that it was the high point of an already distinguished career; and

WHEREAS, Mack Miller was inducted into the Racing Hall of Fame in 1987, and a decade later he was inducted into the Kentucky Athletic Hall of Fame. In 1993, he was Honor Guest of the Thoroughbred Club. Always a caring family man, he retired from the sport in 1995 to spend more time with his wife and children; and

WHEREAS, Mack Miller was preceded in death by his brothers, Scott Miller, Jr., and Mason Miller. He is survived by his beloved wife, Martha McCauley Miller; his children, Martha (John) Queen, MacKenzie Todd (Susan) Miller, Jr.; and two grandchildren; and 

WHEREAS, Mack Miller departed this earthly life on December 10, 2010, and an entire community joins his family and friends in mourning his loss;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its most profound sense of sorrow and proffers its sincerest condolences to the family and friends of MacKenzie Todd "Mack" Miller.
